Science - Earth and Space
As scientists, we will learn about

e the relative sizes and distances apart of the
Earth, Moon and Sun

e how the Moon moves relative to the Earth

e the Earth's rotation to explain day and night

e the planets of our solar system

We will develop scientific skills:

e learn about and use models to explain our ideas

e use complex scientific language to describe our
ideas

e  Use and analyse data to understand patterns

Cross Curricular English

As writers, we will develop our ability to
communicate our ideas on paper, using
correct grammar, punctuation and spelling,
through:

e  Instructions for geocaching and
using 6-figure grid references on
an OS map

e Using evidence to support
scientific concepts about the
Earth and the Solar System

PE - we will continue to apply and develop a broader range of skills
including: communication, collaboration and competition to ensure
that we improve in different physical activities including:

e Weekly Football sessions where we will perform dribbling
and passing skills with accuracy, confidence and control, and
develop a broader range of techniques for attacking and
defending which we will apply to game situations

e Weekly strength and conditioning sessions which will
complement our football sessions and help to improve our
performance and reduce risk of injury.
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Geography

As geographers, we will learn about:

e Using symbols and keys (including the use
of Ordnance survey maps) to build
knowledge of the UK and identify
landmarks.

e Using the eight points of a compass to
describe routes on a map

e Using four and six figure grid references to
locate places on a map and to plan a route

e Using scales on maps to calculate distances
between locations both ‘as the crow flies’
and the actual route

We will develop our geographical skills by:

e  Visiting Derwent Reservoir to carry out
geocaching activities and fieldwork skills

e Using maps and atlases to describe
features in the local area

e Using fieldwork to observe and present
human and physical features in the local
area

e Programming GPS devices to create a route
in the local area

e Reading a compass and identifying the
direction of travel

Art and Design - Sea monsters

As artists, we will use the experiences of the
first explorers and sailors to create an
atmospheric picture. We will develop artistic skills
in colour, form and texture:

e Develop an understanding of how to control
paint when creating a colour wash

e Use different techniques with different
paint textures to build up layers of colour

e Develop cutting skills and control scissors
with precision
