useful website resourcesPupils have been asked to design a front cover for the
Gateshead Schools Dance Festival Programme. The
annual Gateshead School's Dance Festival is set to

take place at The Sage, Gateshead in March/April 2021
and all spectators will receive a copy of the

Programme. All designs will be judged with the best
design incorporating the theme of EQUALITY and the

'open' theme of the Dance Festival. Therefore your
front cover design should celebrate the ‘power of

dance’ and the event in general (also think about the
venue - Sage Gateshead, the number of dancers -

around 2,500 and all of the hard work that goes into
getting ready to perform). The design must

incorporate the Paralympic value of EQUALITY
illustrating the inclusive nature of the Dance Festival.

Use the template provided or white
A4 paper.
Include some text to display the key
information such as venue etc.
Your design should be in colour but
you can use any medium for this e.g.
paint, pens, pencils etc.
Look at some examples below for
ideas.

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The two designs to the left are winning
designs from previous years.

If you look closely the picture in the design
on the right was linked to the 10 YEAR

(2019) at Sage Gateshead.  The designer

After a Google search on ‘equality’ these were a
few of the top images found. We felt they

shared the Olympic and Paralympic Value of
Equality - what it means and the importance of
inclusion and equality within our Dance Festival .

These pictures on the left show large
audiences. You need to think about who

might be spectating at the Dance Festival
and what they would like to see. Could you
include an image of an audience in your
final design to help show that the event
attracts a large number of spectators...
