What Does the Torch Visit Mean for Us? 

As part of our schools visit, we will be promoting a series of activities for pupils to get involved with on the day.  Resources have been tailored to enable pupils in school and at home to get involved.  We would therefore ask that pupils are supported to engage with the following: 
1. Torch Design Competition 
2021 is the first year the Gateshead School Sport Partnership (GSSP) have organised a virtual torch relay and hope this is the start of a tradition that will see a virtual torch relay take place each Olympic year. The GSSP team have designed the torch for this year but are asking our pupils to design the torch for the virtual relay in 2024 when the Olympics take place in Paris, France. 
2. Class/Bubble Torch Bearer Applications
To replicate elements of the Olympic Torch Relay, we have been asked to identify 'Virtual Torch Bearers' within each class/bubble.  
3. Physical Activity Challenges
We are challenging our pupils to be as physically active as possible on the day of the visit.
In addition, we would encourage children (and family) to dress as their sporting hero or in their favourite sports kit on the day and share them on Seesaw.
