Women wiped tears from their eyes and even young children stood as still
as statues. Everyone knew why they were joined together at that moment.

It's been an entire year since the First World War came to an end so the
King came up with a wonderful idea. A message was released from the
palace on the 7" of November, which was published in the newspaper.

King George V asked the people of Britain to stop what they were doing
and to pay their respects to all the members of the armed forces who had
died protecting their country. His wish was for everyone to be silent for
one minute at 11 a.m. because this was the time that the war finished
last year.

As I stood on the frost-covered street outside my house, the silence that
filled the surrounding area was incredible.

At 10:59 a.m., a horse and cart came to an immediate halt at the end of
the cobbled road. I'm sure that the horse had made sure that the silence
wasn't to be disturbed.

Grown men were staring at the floor clutching their caps tightly to their
hearts. Women used tissues to dab their streaming tears and even young
children stood frozen like statues. Every person, no matter their age,
understood why they were joined together in that important moment.
